Internship 
The Futures Church internship program offers a life-changing journey for Christians of any age 

seeking deeper faith and practical ministry skills. This two-day-per-week immersive experience 

combines hands-on ministry work, theological education, and personal mentorship—creating a 

complete pathway for emerging church leaders.  

Internship includes our in-person study option plus extraordinary exposure to real-world 

ministry situations. Interns serve across diverse ministry departments—from worship and 

youth to pastoral care and children's ministry—discovering their unique spiritual gifts while 

gaining invaluable experience. Weekly teaching and coaching sessions with our pastoral team 

provide biblical foundations, while one-on-one mentoring ensures personalised guidance for 

your spiritual formation. Internship fosters a supportive community where interns grow 

together through shared experiences, group prayer, community building, and collective 

reflection. Participants consistently report profound spiritual transformation, enhanced 

leadership capabilities, and clearer vocational direction upon completion.

FEE-HELP 

Domestic students may be eligible to use FEE-HELP, a government loan program that assists 

with paying tuition fees. This option allows you to defer your course fees and repay the loan 

through the tax system once your income reaches a certain level. More information and 

eligibility details can be obtained through the Australian Government’s study assistance 

services. 

Centrelink Support 

Centrelink student support payments may be available to those enrolled in full-time study, 

subject to meeting Centrelink’s eligibility requirements and successfully lodging a claim. To 

apply, you will need a letter of acceptance from Alphacrucis College confirming your full-time 

enrolment, which will typically be provided by Alphacrucis upon acceptance. If you receive 

support through Centrelink, you must maintain full-time attendance at the College. 

Withdrawal from College 

If for any reason, you need to withdraw from the Diploma of Church Planting, this must be 

completed before the Census Date through Alphacrucis College. 

If you have received, or are receiving support payments from Centrelink, you need to let 

Centrelink know of the date that you withdrew. 

 

Refund of fees 

Student fees - Please refer to Alphacrucis College refund policy. 

Internship fees - Futures College will provide a pro-rata refund for withdrawals made before 

the census date.

This day will involve 
hands-on ministry experience and may vary based on the rhythms and needs of that specific ministry 
team. 

Intensives 

Each year, we offer two one-week intensives designed to help you complete subjects in a 

focused, immersive environment. The first intensive takes place before Semester 1 begins, and 

the second runs during the mid-year break. Each intensive covers the full content of one 

subject, providing a dynamic and engaging way to progress through your studies. 
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Optional Missions Trip 
During this life-changing year of study, you'll have the extraordinary opportunity to travel to 

Indonesia for an overseas mission trip. This is a powerful opportunity to step into 

cross-cultural ministry, serve the global Church, and grow in your calling. 

 

You’ll be involved in a range of ministry experiences, including preaching, leading youth events, 

and community outreach. A key part of the trip will be helping run “Spirituality Week”—a 

three-day conference at the Solo Bible College, as well as ministry opportunities across our 

Futures campuses in Indonesia. 

 

You’ll receive training to prepare you for the experience, both spiritually and practically. 

Whether you're speaking, serving, or simply showing up with a heart to learn, this trip will 

stretch and inspire you in new ways.
